Academic Warning Based on Grounded Theory

Abstract: To explore the influencing factors of academic emotions among students with academic
warning, this study used grounded theory method to conduct semi-structured interviews with 16 students
with academic warning, and encoded the interview data using nvivoll qualitative analysis software.
Research has shown that the academic emotions of academic warning students are influenced by internal
factors such as achievement motivation, attribution methods, self-concept, as well as external factors such
as class learning atmosphere, family education methods, and teacher education methods, which can easily
lead to negative academic emotions such as boredom, anxiety, boredom, hopelessness, and shame. Finally,
this study provides a summary and outlook on the influencing factors of academic emotions among
students in academic warning.
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
